NMIMS Visit 

 
 

On the 25th of July the students of IB2 visited the NMIMS college campus library for an insightful session 

on research skills and the NMIMS library’s database. The session was conducted within the campus library 

itself by two teachers of the college.  

First, the students were briefed on what databases are and the importance of databases in the research 

process. They presented the differences between their database and other websites used by students while 

conducting research (like google), the effectiveness and authenticity of the database as well as the way to 

access it. Then the students were informed of the several databases that were subscribed to by the college 

for student use and were instructed on how to access them. 

More than 52,000 volumes from a variety of genres, including those pertaining to economics, behavioural 

sciences, information technology, law, engineering, and more, are available in the NMIMS library. These 

publications cover every facet of business and management. A vast collection of online resources, including 

1,99,357+ e-books, 87000+ e-journals, and a sizable collection of statistics and reports, is available from 

more than 80 national and international magazines and journals that have been meticulously archived with 

backdated issues. 

The various databases explored included EBSCO, the Economic and Political weeklies, ProQuest and Jstor 

along with their print and e-book library.The students were taught the process of navigating these 

databases with examples and the instructors were receptive in answering their doubts and queries about 

accessing them.  

The instructors conducted an informative session on research papers as well as data and statistics access 

in the online resources provided by NMIMS followed by an interaction on plagiarism. This interaction 

focused on what plagiarism is, what sites are used to check for plagiarism such as Turnitin. The instructors 

also showed the user interface of Turnitin and the percentage check for work i.e 10% or less is the maximum 

amount of plagiarism accepted by academic bodies and research centres. They also highlighted the use of  

 



  

 

 

these plagiarism checkers in checking for AI use and paraphrasing use to ensure complete academic 

honesty.

ISRO FINALLY LAUNCHES CHANDRAYAAN-3! 

   On  14th July, Isro  launched  the 

Chandryaan 3 spacecraft atop their most reliable 
launch vehicle LVM-3 (GSLV MK3). This is the fourth 
mission of the new LVM mark 3 and marks an 
important goal of being the first to softly land on the 
lunar south pole.  

  

After the issues Chandryaan 2 faced only inches 
above the lunar surface, ISRO has made its 
adjustments and equipped handyman-3 with better 
shock absorbers and 4 engines instead of 1 main 
descent engine to allow for a greater margin of 
error. Moreover, they have also increased their 
landing zone to allow the spacecraft more room to 
land easily on the moon. The craft is planned to land 
of the lunar surface on 23rd of August, potentially 
sealing the deal for india to be the first to reach the 
lunar south pole.

The ambitious, 
homegrown mission has a relatively modest 
price tag of 6 billion rupees ($73 million). Its 
success would accelerate India's growing 
ambitions of low-cost space exploration during 
a time when many nations are vying to 
establish a longterm presence on the moon.

On July 1st, the Eculid space telescope was 

launched atop a SpaceX Falcon-9 rocket. It is 

headed to L2 aka Lagrange point two. Sounds 

familiar? The James Webb Space Telescope is 

also orbiting the Earth at L2 and the duo will help 

uncover the secrets of the universe Euclid is a 

space telescope designed to explore the 

evolution of the Universe. 

 It will make a 3D map of the Universe  (with time 

as the third dimension) by observing billions of 

galaxies out to 10 billion light-years, across more 

than a third of the sky. Euclid is said to keep how 

dark energy and dark matter have interfered with 

our universe. Now you may be wondering what 

dark matter and dark energy is. To put it in simple 

terms, Dark energy is what causes the universe to 

expand while dark matter is made of particles 

that basically do not absorb light and cannot be 

seen.  

With Euclid, The European space agency aims to 

look deep into our universe and learn the 

properties of these mysterious forms of energy. 

Moreover Euclid is tiny as compared to JWST and 

hence needs to be away from any bright objects. 

In simple terms, Euclid is a telescope strictly for the 

scientists while JWST and hubble do tend to create 

false colour images meant for the masses. With 

Euclid, we will be able to peer 10 BILLION YEARS 

back in time and understand the chemical 

composition of our universe just after the Big 

Bang.

To 

begin with, it propagates a sense of division 

within communities, since if certain groups are 

targeted by law enforcement repeatedly, it 

fosters resentment, fear and alienation. 

Moreover, it reinforces outdated stereotypes, 

and prevents a diverse and inclusive society from 

being established by creating a hostile and 

suspicious environment for a particular group. It 

is also a blatant violation of civil rights of 

individuals, as it compromises the principle of 

equal treatment under the law. Next, it has a 

long term impact on peoples emotions and 

mental health, being subject to racial profiling 

not only creates feelings of humiliation, anxiety 

and stress but also hampers their ability to live 

their life without fear of discrimination, hate 

speech or hate crimes, wrongful arrests and 

more. It also naturally reduces and eventually 

erodes trust between these communities and 

law enforcement, making them less likely to 

cooperate with the police, or report crimes. This 

makes a cycle of distrust and in turn wrecks the 

overall safety of society. 

It may even become a self fulfilling prophecy, 

where due to the increased disadvantage caused 

by the law enforcement agencies, members of 

such communities may be more inclined to 

commit a crime out of spite or necessity. The 

riots are indirectly a form of this, as Reports state 

that 269 police stations 

and gendarmeries (France’s “paramilitary”) have 

been attacked as well as 100 public facilities 

including 18 town halls, community centres and 

libraries. French Education Minister Pap Ndiaye said 

that the damage came to “tens of millions of euros” 

for the 243 schools that were damaged - 10 of which 

were partly or totally destroyed. 

It is said that the riots have caused damages worth 

1.1 billion dollars according to Fortune, and for a 

country that is already drowning in debt, an 

economic downturn can be caused. Plus, the loss of 

tourism due to the same can also negatively affect 

the situation. 

Now the obvious question is, that what have the  

French authorities and leaders done to deal with this 

nationwide crisis? 

Overnight arrests Wednesday totaled just 17 across 

the country, a fraction of the more than 3,000 

arrests seen over the last week as the French 

government deployed tens of thousands of officers 

to quell the unrest caused by the protests and acts 

of violence to grab the attention of authorities 

towards the injustice done to Nahel. 

The Economist wrote that French president 

Emmanuel Macron “has been careful to condemn 

the violence, and to support the police” at the same 

time. However, his critics like politician Marine Le

Pen (political right) have called for a decisively 

‘tougher’ response. On Sunday she wrote on 

Twitter: “In response to the #riots, the 

government is preparing to once again rain billions 

of euros on the suburbs.

renovation or subsidies!” 

 

Unfortunately, in the fight to make France more 
inclusive, the attempts have backfired, more 
voices are now embracing a hard line against 
immigration and are completely blaming 
immigrants not only for the car fires and all the 
protest violence but also for Frances other social

 Children also learnt about cause and effect because they’ll see that when something is dirty, washing it

will make it clean.



The beauty of this activity was that there was no set way to do it, other than to provide kids with the sensory
experience and provide an enjoyable opportunity for learning and bonding.

It’s always student-centred as each child gets an 
opportunity to step out of the classroom and face the audience at large.

On 4th October, 2023 – Wednesday, the children of grade III B presented an Interactive Class Assembly on the
topic, “WORLD SMILE DAY – TURN THAT FROM UPSIDE DOWN” The skit focussed on the importance of being
happy and bringing a smile on other’s faces. The assembly consisted of inspiring quotes, hilarious jokes, and a 
melodious song. They culminated the assembly by distributing smiley bookmarks to their peers and teachers 
symbolising the importance of a smile.



On 5th October, 2023 – Thursday, the children of grade III C presented an Interactive Class Assembly on the 
topic, “THE LIFE AND TEACHINGS OF MAHATMA GANDHI”. It was an honour for the children to highlight 
Mahatma Gandhi's contribution to India's Independence. Through the skit, they depicted the story of the 
transformation of Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi into Bapu. During the assembly, they shared some thought-
provoking facts about Bapu's life, how his teachings are relevant even today and how his principles of peace 
and harmony inspire us to create a better society. They concluded the assembly through a song De Dee Hame 
Azaadi, which was dedicated to Bapu.

On 10th October, 2023 – Tuesday, the children of grade III A presented an Interactive Class Assembly on the 
topic, “THE DARK SIDE OF USING MOBILE PHONES” The Assembly commenced with a skit where children 
mimed everyday events of their life. The whole idea behind performing a skit was to highlight the difference 
between the life before and after mobile phones and how it has become an integral part of one’s life. The 
focus was to showcase how phones have replaced human interactions causing social isolation and loneliness. 
The main purpose of the assembly was to clearly explain the adverse effects of mobile phones on one’s Social, 
Mental and Physical health.

The children of Grade III were seen to be very enthusiastic about their roles and very confidently performed 
in front of the audience. The children thoroughly enjoyed the Assembly as it helped them to develop 
confidence, communication and interpersonal skills as well as intrapersonal skills. It also enhanced 
collaborative learning.



Grade 2 RSD gallery

Research Skills Development is one of the most important life skills in a student’s life as gathering knowledge 
through inquiry/research is a foundation for attaining and learning new knowledge and skills. Keeping this in 
mind, the children of Grade 2 were provided with a hands-on learning opportunity to collect, organise and 
present their research work, based on their question on their theme- My Local Environment. After learning 
about how various graphic organisers (mind map/ tabular format/ Bullet points/ Flow chart etc.) can be used 
to organise the collected data, the children used a chart/ cardboard or 3D display to showcase their research 
work. However, this time, the presentation of their work was not confined within the four walls of the 
classroom. Rather, they got a remarkable opportunity to display their work in the foyer and set up a ‘Gallery 
Walk’ for their peers and seniors.

Gallery Walk is an interactive technique that leads to an increase in students’ participation and deeper levels 
of engagement. This enriching experience enabled our little learners of Grade 2 to not only put their 
knowledge into practice but also helped them to enhance their confidence, presentation, and interpersonal 
skills.

Grade 1 to 5 Field trip

Educational Field trips are an integral part of the curriculum. The main objective of conducting a field trip for 
students is to reinforce experiential and contextual learning. Field trips are a way of enhancing classroom 
learning by making real world connections.

Children of the Primary Section were given an opportunity to experience this valuable educational tool. For 
their Educational Field Trip of Term 1 (2023-24), Grades 1 to 5 went to different destinations to gain first-hand
experiences, and understand concepts on a deeper level.

We believe that these hands-on learning opportunities are instrumental in shaping well-rounded 
individuals with a deep understanding and appreciation for their cultural and historical roots.

● Grade 2

Field Trip Destination - Mani Bhavan Gandhi Sangrahalaya, RBI Monetary Museum



Date - 13th October, 2023

Children of Grade 2 got an opportunity to visit Mani Bhavan – meaning - 'Jewel House', a museum and 
historical building dedicated to Mahatma Gandhi, situated at Laburnum Road in the Gamdevi precinct of 
Mumbai.

Visit to Gandhiji's Library:

Children visited the library which consists of around 40,000 books on and by Gandhi, Gandhian thought, and 
freedom movements.

Gandhiji’s Room:

Children saw the room that Gandhi used during his stay; through a glass partition they could see two of his 
spinning wheels, a book, and his bed on the floor. Gandhiji's Room is the exhibition depicting Gandhiji's life 
through mini figures in about twenty-eight tableaux.

Picture Gallery:

Children walked through the gallery and observed a range of photographs and paintings of his lifetime which 
gave glimpses of Gandhiji in Mani Bhavan and important events in his life. It displays photographic posters 
depicting important events and Photostats of some significant letters, articles and documents written by and 
about Gandhiji with appropriate captions in Hindi and English. They also saw a few replicas of Gandhiji's 
belongings and models of his birthplace, Sabarmati Ashram, Sewagram Kutir, Phoenix Ashram, and his prison 
cell on display.

Children also visited the Reserve Bank of India’s Monetary Museum which aims at documenting and 
preserving the currency heritage of India. The Museum displayed permanent, temporary, and itinerant 
exhibits of the representative coinage of India, paper currency, gold bars as well as financial instruments and 
curiosities down the ages. They learnt about:

· Evolution of money from the barter system to coins to notes to now e money.

· Viewed notes from the early 19th century and notes issued by RBI over time.

· Management of currency in India, journey notes and coins from its introduction to its discontinuation, and 
the Mahatma Gandhi Series of notes.

· Functions of RBI, its role in India’s economy, and the common man’s everyday life.



● Grade 3

Field Trip Destination - Mani Bhavan Gandhi Sangrahalaya, NAB Braille Press

Date - 12th October, 2023

Children of Grade 3 got an opportunity to visit The National Association for the Blind (NAB) Braille Press to 
understand about the organization from highly knowledgeable guides which helped them extend their 
learning beyond the classroom. Prior to visiting NAB, children were briefed about NAB and their work.

They visited:

The Talking Book Centre:

Children visited the ‘Talking Book Center’, where books are recorded as audiobooks for the benefit of students
who are blind. These recordings are created in a variety of languages, including English, Marathi, and Hindi. 
One of the teachers also explained how blind people use the red and white stick.

Observing the making and printing of Braille books:

Children were shown how Braille books are made. They were informed that the blind students attend NAB for 
training but complete their academic work at other institutions.

Interaction with visually impaired students:

Children had the chance to talk to the blind students. The NAB students entertained the children, by playing 
the piano, reading a passage in Braille from one of their books, solving math problems, and other activities.

Mani Bhavan Gandhi Sangrahalaya

From NAB Braille Press, children visited Mani Bhavan Gandhi Sangrahalaya, a museum and historical building 
dedicated to Gandhi.

Visit to Gandhi's Library:

Children visited the library which consists of around 40,000 books on and by Gandhi, Gandhian thought, and 
freedom movements.

Gandhi’s Room:

● Grade 4

Field Trip Destination - Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj Vastu Sangrahalaya (Prince Of Wales Museum)

Date – 6th October, 2023

Children of Grade 4 got an opportunity to visit a range of galleries and understand about the displays at the 
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj Vastu Sangrahalaya from highly knowledgeable guides which helped them 
extend their learning beyond the classroom.

Children got an opportunity to visit the following galleries:

Gallery Walk- Children got an understanding about modern and contemporary Indian art. They walked 
through the gallery and observed a range of paintings and sculptures from renowned to budding Indian artists.

Fossil Demonstration- children understood that a fossil is any evidence of prehistoric life that is at least 
10,000 years old and the most common fossils are bones and teeth, but footprints and skin impressions fossils 
as well. They also were shown fossils and explained about the same in depth.

Taxidermy Demonstration- children understood that a way of preparing, stuffing and/or mounting an animal 
for display or study. It usually involves arranging an animal's real skin over a fake body to make the animal 
look alive! It is a way of preserving the body so that Scientists or Museum visitors can see what the animal was



like when it was alive. They walked through a gallery where they got an opportunity to see how Taxidermy 
was applied.

They also walked through a few other galleries and observed various relics, sculptures, and scripts, and read 
and understood their significance.

● Grade 5

Field Trip Destination - Nehru Planetarium and Discovery of India exposition

Date - 11th October, 2023

Children of Grade 5 got an opportunity to visit a range of galleries at the exposition and the sky theatre which 
helped them extend their learning beyond the classroom.

They visited the following:

Discovery of India Exposition - which covered every aspect of artistic, intellectual, and philosophical 
attainment of India through ages, through invasions from rulers and colonization, yet maintaining its culture 
seen through the various monuments. They walked through the exhibits and observed a range of paintings 
and models depicting India’s evolution through the ages.

Documentary on ‘WHO ARE WE?’ - children experienced moments of awareness as citizens of India when 
they watched the documentary - ‘Who are we?’ – a culture that exists and flourishes in diversity!



Expert Talk on the Solar System and galaxies – children were fortunate to be briefed about the planets and 
planetary positions in the Solar System before viewing the show on cosmic sky from an expert through 
examples and models.

Exhibits at the planetarium - Children explored 3D models, murals, and information charts and learnt about 
the Universe from the beginning, the different galaxies, their weight on different planets, an aerial view of the 
Solar System, replication of the moon model, landing of chandrayaan-3 on moon, astronaut costume, dinosaur
extinction and result of meteorite impact on earth – the Lonar crater.

Show on Cosmic Sky – Children viewed a 3D show on astronomy at the sky theatre. The visuals were 
accompanied by a live narration by a professional depicting the different planets and constellations in the sky 
and linking them to zodiac signs. They also experienced the futuristic dream of travelling and inhabiting 
planets like mars in years to come.

PSYCHE   aimsto study a metal-rich asteroid,
aiming to help scientists learn more about the
formation of rocky bodies in our solar system.
Other than that, Powered by Hall-effect thrusters,
Psyche’s  solar electric pulsiopro n system
harnesses energy from large solar arrays to create
electric and magnetic fields. These, in turn,
accelerate and expel charged atoms, or ions, of a
propellant called xenon (a neutral gas used in car
headlights and plasma TVs) at such high speed,
that it creates thrust. The ionized gas will emit a
sci-fi-like blue glow as it trails behind Psyche in
space. Each of Psyche’s four thrusters, which will
operate one at a time, exerts the same amount of
force that you would feel holding three-quarters in
the palm of your hand. In the frictionless void of
space, the spacecraft will slowly and continuously
accelerate. This propulsion system builds on
similar technologies used by NASA’s Dawn
mission a ( mission that took place beyond the
orbit of Pluto), 

As we enter October, with a shift in the air and
longer nights, the Orionid Meteor shower and
Draconid Meteor shower are set to lighten up
the sky and dazzle us all. This month promises
a symphony of stars and a breathtaking view
of the night for those interested in stargazing.

Draconid Meteor Shower

The first meteor shower lined up is the Draconid Meteor shower which can be seen on the evening
of October 8 through the early morning of October 9. The name of this meteor shower, ‘Draconid’,
comes from the constellation of Draco the Dragon where the luminous point of the meteor shower
abides. Draconid meteors are bits of rock and ice left by the comet 21P/Giacobini-Zinner; some are
as small as a grain of sand. Under ideal conditions, 10 meteors per hour can be seen but at certain
times in history, this event has baffled watchers. The most famous Draconid meteor storm occurred
in 1933 when thousands of meteors per hour filled the sky.

When  the meteoroids enter   the  Earth’s   atmosphere,
the friction causes the gas around the meteorite to
heat up hence the meteoroid glows brightly and we
tend to meteor showers. This season we look
forward to an extravagant display of these celestial
events with the historic meteor showers. From
stargazers  to scientists everyone who enjoys a
display in the night sky will be looking up hoping to
catch sight of these cosmic fireworks, and the best
way to do so is to sit back, find a dark surrounding,
and pay close attention to the shooting stars. It’s a
show worth watching!

Educational Outbound Tour is an integral part of the curriculum at our school. The tour is organized to 

provide children with real life learning experiences. 

It also gives an opportunity for social 

interaction as it places children in a different social environment; these interactions teach them how to 

behave in different settings.

Jaipur- 

Jaipur Rugs factory- Jaipur Rugs was founded by Nand Kishore Chaudhary in 1978 who had grown up 

seeing the plight of underpaid carpet weavers who often came from marginalized social backgrounds. So, 

he started the business as a social venture to help them. Children saw rugs that highlighted quality 

craftsmanship from timeless classics to modern marvels and understood how a social cause, a passion was 

turned into a successful business. 

Jantar Mantar – This Jaipur observatory is the largest and best preserved observatory in India. It has the 

world’s largest sundial and is listed as a UNESCO world heritage site. The observatory consists of 

fourteen major geometric devices, made mostly of concrete. They were used extensively in olden times 



for measuring time, calculating the position of stars, planets and moon, forecasting eclipses, and much 

more. Each device is a fixed tool. Children enjoyed learning about clocks and how it is related with 

astrology. Truly an enriching experience for them! 

City Palace- Located deep within the walled city, the City Palace Complex was conceived and built by 

Maharaja Sawai Jai Singh II, the founder of Jaipur. The palace is still home to the last ruling royal family 

which lives in a private section of the palace. Children got an opportunity to soak in the marvelous 

architecture, a beautiful fusion of Mughal and Rajput design- an icon of grandeur. 

Hawa Mahal- Hawa Mahal is one of the most famous ancient monuments of Rajasthan. It was built in 

1799 A.D by Maharaja Sawai Pratap Singh. The words “Hawa Mahal” mean “Wind Palace.” Hawa 

Mahal is so called because it has about 953 windows through which the breeze flows and keeps the palace 

cool. Children were exposed to its opulent history and the fact that it is the tallest building in the world 

without a foundation. 

Chokhi Dhani - ‘Chokhi Dhani’, a perfect mirror to the Rajasthani culture, food, traditions and heritage. 

The name Chokhi Dhani literally translates to Rajasthani Culture. Children had a mesmerizing time with 

the attractions that it offered. Children also enjoyed the Terah Taali Dance- one of the most complex as 

well as an excellent folk dance of Rajasthan and the Chari dance wherein the Bhavai folk artiste dances 

with pots on her head. 

Nahargarh Fort- Nahargarh Fort set on the Aravallis, offered some stunning views of the Pink City. 

Along with Amber and Jaigarh, Nahargarh once served as the defence ring for Jaipur. It was built in 1734 

by Sawai Jai Singh, the then king of Jaipur, mainly as a retreat for the queens and the king. Children got 

an opportunity to experience this majestic fort –its architectural beauty and rich history. 

Birla Mandir- Birla Mandir is a beautiful and serene temple that is dedicated to Lord Vishnu and Goddess 

Laxmi. It is an architectural marvel, with intricate carvings and beautiful sculptures that created a serene 

and peaceful atmosphere. It was an uplifting and inspiring experience for our children. 

Ranthambore- 

Ranthambore Fort- Constructed in 944 AD, Ranthambore Fort has witnessed many sieges and battles.

Ranthambore National Park is wildlife sanctuary and biggest tiger reserve in Sawai Madhopur, city of 

South-eastern Rajasthan in Northern India. It was a former royal hunting ground and home to tigers, 

marsh crocodiles, sambhar, sloth bear, chinkara, wild boar, and leopard. Children spotted exotic wildlife 

species and birds in their natural habitat.

They were given an opportunity to select books of their choice from the reading corner and read stories of 

different genres in silence, to achieve the objective of enhancing language skills, vocabulary, imagination, 

fluency in reading and understanding explicit and implicit meanings in a text. 

They were also encouraged to borrow the books of their peers and take it home so that they could continue 

reading them. They systematically maintained a reading log of all their books they had read during the Book 

Week in their Eric. 

Children enjoyed every moment of the DEAR time and would look forward to it everyday. 

 

➢ Mystery Reader - 

During the fortnight of the Primary Section’s Book Week Celebrations (23rd January - 31st 

January, 2024), special guests (Parents) across Grades 1 to 5 conducted a read-aloud 

activity and shared excerpts from a favourite book with the children in the classroom. The 

identity of the reader was kept a secret until the reader entered the classroom on the 

scheduled day (As per the appointment given by the class teacher). They came dressed as 

the character from the book and enthralled the children with excerpts of a story thereby 

engaging them in an interactive and interesting way to get to know different stories. 

Highlights of the sessions were the concluding hands-on activities for the children 

conducted by the resource person to summarize the theme of the story. 



Changing things up a bit and inviting guest readers into the classroom added variety, 

exposed children to other readers whose style was different than the classroom teacher, 

built excitement for reading, as the children did not know who the reader would be, and 

brought a sense of belonging to the reader’s community for both the parents and the 

children. 

Children truly enjoyed the pleasure of reading together which helped them build language 

skills, learn about the world, and develop empathy and emotional awareness. 

 

➢ Creative Writing Workshop - 



Children enthusiastically continued with Primary Section's Celebrating Learning 2023- 24: 

‘Book Week Celebrations' with Literacy Enhancement Workshops for Grades 4 and 5. 

Creative writing encourages children to exercise their creative minds and practice using their 

imaginations. It improves their ability to come up with alternatives. This broadens their 

thought processes, which can lead to success in many areas, including problem solving and 

analysis. To enhance this skill during the ongoing book week, children were given an 

opportunity to interact with an expert in the field. In order to enhance children’s Creative 

Writing skills- stimulate their imagination and thinking skills, strengthen their observation and 

writing skills, they were given an opportunity to participate in an interactive workshop 

conducted by Ms. Namrata Gandhi. 

Grade 4- 

The main goal of this workshop was to help our budding creative writers formulate a road 

map, go through step-by-step guidance, and get them writing with ease. 

Children participated in a ‘Free Writing’ activity wherein they wrote freely- about anything 

that came to their mind, without worrying about spellings and grammatical errors. 

Children were introduced to "Show, Don't Tell" – an immersive method of writing in which 

sensory details and actions are used to enhance descriptions. They then participated in a 

creative writing engagement wherein they made four sections on a sheet of paper and labeled 

each section –with a specific sense- see, smell, touch and hear. They then had to brainstorm a 

place they would like to visit and write down words based on the above senses in relation to 

their chosen place. In this way, they used sensory details to enhance the description of the 

place selected by them. The words were then creatively used to create a visual art - Concrete 

Poems, sometimes called pattern or shape poems by writing the words directly into the 

shape, making sure the words stay within the lines of the shape. 

Children then participated in another creative writing activity wherein they were encouraged 

to Write a Paragraph in a thoughtful and creative way based on the starter: I woke up one 

morning and realised that I could no longer…, so I. Here, the children had to imagine that 

they had lost one of their senses and write about their experience. 

Grade 5- 



Children heard a character description of a monster and were asked to imagine and illustrate 

the monster. This activity initiated a discussion on 'Writing Character Descriptions'. A sample 

description and use of figurative language in that description was also discussed. 

Children then participated in a group activity. Wherein each group was provided with a 

sample character description - they had to identify the interesting words and phrases used 

by the author in that description and prepare a sketch of the character based on the same. 

They then presented their sketch justifying it by the words and phrases given to them. 

The session ended with a worksheet on 'Creating your own character’- wherein they created 

their character using interesting vocabulary. 

 

These workshops truly sharpened the pencils of our aspiring writers! 

➢ Author Interaction - 

As a part of Book Week Celebration, children of grade 3 got an opportunity to develop their 

literacy skills. An Author’s visit was organized where children enthusiastically interacted with 

a well-known children’s author – Nalini Sorenson. 

The objective behind organizing an author’s visit was to enhance children’s communication 

skills, stimulate their critical thinking skills, strengthen their observation and artistic skills. 

Children were made aware of the three important people involved to create a book * The 

author – who writes the story. 



* The illustrator- who draws pictures related to the story, could be the publisher’s illustrator 

or the author’s illustrator. 

* The publisher - who prints the book, he also edits and proofreads it. 

Children also understood how each one works in coordination with the other to make the 

story interesting and reach a large segment of audience. 

Children further heard two stories – ‘Extraordinary and As Busy as a Bee’ and one Poem – ‘The 

Smile’ from the author’s book - Good Night Sleep Tight. They learnt that each one needs to be 

kind to others around them. 

Children were completely involved, questions were asked and even if the answers were 

incorrect, they were channelized to derive the correct answer patiently by the author. 

The author also shared glimpses of her journey to becoming an author and shared a significant 

point with children ie. It is extremely important to read in order to write well. 

Children were further encouraged to be a part of a creative learning engagement wherein they 

were asked to trace an outline of their hands, turn it upside down, draw mis-matched features 

like eyes, eyelashes, and eyebrows. This diagram represented their inner monster. Next, they 

had to write five kind actions they would do in the coming week to make the monster into a 

good one showcasing Kindness. 

 

➢ Story Telling Session - 

Storytelling brings language learning alive and creates a participatory and immersive 

experience that allows young learners to enjoy hearing the language in a dynamic, sometimes 



stylistic, and entertaining way. Stories help us remember and imagine, solve problems and try 

solutions, engage our attention, and help us understand others, to list a few. 

Keeping the above in mind, the children of Grade 2 had a wonderful opportunity to be a part 

of Story Telling Session wherein Ms. Lobo, an educator and an avid storyteller with many 

years of experience in the field of education, embarked our children in the shadows of books 

and spell of words, kindling curiosity within the young minds.

Students explored the innovative ATL lab, piquing their creativity in robotics and engineering. The teaching-

learning, the constructive exchange mutually deepened the understanding 

and appreciation for diversity and inclusivity in education. Students also 

visited the water conservation an initiative undertaken in collaboration 

with the Government of Maharashtra, with 351 dams saving millions of 

litres and transforming village life, keeping inhabitants employed year-

round. This collaborative initiative, boasting 351 strategically placed dams, 

stands as a testament to human ingenuity in addressing environmental 



challenges. Embracing an embankment form of dam construction, the project has revolutionized water 

conservation, safeguarding millions of litres for communities across the region.  

Students also had the opportunity to visit the textile factory, an initiative by the Deesan group that employs 7500 

people across 19 factories, empowering women and raising living standards.  Students also witnessed the 

innovative research facilities; the infrastructure, and the state-of-the-art amenities of the NMIMS Shirpur 

Campus. The visit left an indelible impression, igniting a passion for knowledge and discovery. From hands-on 

experiences in the industrial sector to embracing the camaraderie of hostel living, every moment was a lesson in 

itself.

IMD operates under the Ministry of Earth 

Sciences and has regional and sub-regional offices across the country. 



Students participated in interactive sessions with IMD meteorologists and 

scientists, where they learned about the process of weather forecasting, the 

interpretation of weather data, and the impact of meteorological phenomena 

such as cyclones, monsoons, and thunderstorms. They also had the chance to ask 

questions and engage in discussions on topics of interest. 

Students were informed about the balloon modelling – a weather balloon that is 

released as a method for collecting upper atmospheric data essential for weather 

forecasting and climate monitoring. These balloons ascend to high altitudes, 

carrying instruments that measure various atmospheric parameters like pressure, 

temperature, and humidity. This data is crucial for understanding atmospheric 

dynamics and improving weather prediction models. 

Overall the visit to the Indian Meteorological Department (IMD) was a valuable learning experience for the 

students, providing them with insights into the fascinating world of meteorology and its significance in everyday 

life. The interactive sessions, hands-on activities, and guided tour of IMD's facilities helped students deepen their 

understanding of weather science and its applications.

The trip was to view the evolution of scientific 

theories and the concepts in the field of biology, chemistry and 

physics along with their applications. Through the example of 

renowned scientists and the inspirational professors, the objective 

of the trip was to encourage and motivate students to enter and 

explore science and scientific research in order to enhance our 

understanding of the working of nature and the universe. 

 



Students explored various concepts of Biology, Chemistry, Physics, ESS and Math. 

In Biology, they learnt details about vaccination and more specifically about Covid 19. They also learnt about the 

structure and functioning of DNA and RNA and the working of immune systems of the body. For physics, by 

visiting the aviation part of the Centre, students learnt about aerodynamics and the structure of aero planes. 

Also, during the lecture with Professor Vahia, they learnt about the Raman effect and its application. For 

chemistry, the nitrogen show which was both intriguing and educational, taught them about the various 

properties of nitrogen which makes it useful in various industries. For environmental sciences, in the dome 

theatre, students were shown details of the life of amphibians like snakes, frogs and crocodiles found in the Great 

Barrier Reef of Australia. Also, a 3-dimensional documentary about marine and aquatic life of various sharks, 

fishes and plants in seas and oceans were shown to all. Professor Vahia’s lecture inspired students to pursue 

science and research and were taught about the qualities of a good scientist and the requisites to become one. 

Through the example of CV Raman, he briefed everyone about the journey of a scientist and how inquisition and 

scientific curiosity commences the journey of a researcher or a scientist.

Experiments- 

1-Air has weight  
When the ball was deflated, it had less air inside. But when the teacher used the air pump to fill it 

with air, the ball became inflated and its weight increased.  

This experiment highlights the fact that even though air is invisible, it still has weight 

. 

2-Air is everywhere and air is required for burning 
When the teacher lit the candle, it started to glow and burn. That's because our candle, needs 
something very special from the air to stay lit. This special something is called oxygen. We can't see 
it, but it's all around us, and it helps the candle flame burn bright. 
 
But then, something magical happened! When the teacher put a big beaker over the candle, after a 
little while, the candle stopped burning. It went out, just like that! Poof! Why do you think that 
happened? Well, it's because the beaker trapped the air, and the candle used up all the oxygen 
inside. Once the oxygen was all gone, our candle couldn't burn anymore. 
Thus, we can say that… 

 "The candle stopped burning because it couldn't breathe without air!" 

 "When the beaker was placed over the candle, it went to sleep because there was no air." 

 "The candle needs air just like we do, or it can't keep going." 

 

 

     3-Air fills space and air give shape 

Children observed the experiment demonstrating how air fills space and gives shape. 

 When you blow air into it, the balloon gets bigger and bigger, right? That's because air fills space! 

 "The balloon didn't have a shape until we filled it with air, and then it looked like a circle!" 

 "When there was no air, the balloon was small. But with air, it occupied space, changed it shape and 

became bigger"  

 

Engaging in these experiments allows children to see first-hand how the properties of air 

work in the real world. It sparks their curiosity, encourages critical thinking, and helps 

solidify their understanding of scientific concepts. Plus, the hands-on experience makes 

learning about air not only educational but also incredibly fun!
